1. Approval of agenda:
Agenda approved. It was decided that EF would give a short resume on the Wednesday info meeting 3 June.
2. Meddelelser/information:
· The assessment process of PhD applications is in the last phase. Close to 90 applications have been assessed of which five are called for an interview and three will be offered a scholarship.

· IT attended a full day meeting with heads of departments, deans, faculty directors as well as the rectorate from all over UCph where research quality was discussed. The signal from the UCph leadership is that they still have an interest in diversity in research and cross faculty collaboration. At the meeting the new British model for university funding was presented which is based on quality assessment along a number of criteria including research impact.
· It is expected that tennure track will be extended to include associate professor to full professor transition in the future.

· EliteForsk travel grant: ToRS nominated two candidates to the faculty; one was selected at the board meeting to be forwarded.
· At the deadline 29 April for FKK 20 applications were submitted from ToRS related researchers.

· The Faculty Research support in collaboration with the research support in the departments hosted a master class for Marie Curie applicants. Three participants were invited by ToRS. In all we expect five applications at the deadline in September as well as a few applications from ToRS employees who are interested in outgoing fellowships.

· A letter on the handling of PhD theses consisting of a number of articles has been circulated previously. No comments from this committee.
· Invitations for three meetings related to research opportunities have been announced in HUMnyt and ToRSnyt: Erfa meeting related to Climate research on 10 June, Food research on 11 June and European Studies research in H2020 on 16 June. 

· Call from Danish National Research Foundation concerning Niels Bohr professorships: deadline 1 September. Researchers/ departments can suggest candidates for a 3-5 year professorship with the purpose of attracting excellent scholars within all fields and in order to internationalize Danish Research. An internal process at the faculty is running at the moment.

· MW mentioned that a suggestion concerning professor assessments as part of the process in hiring new heads of departments is being discussed and seems to be approved. The committee discussed the problems in this concerning qualifications, expectations concerning professors and the political or strategic pressure which can be inflicted on the decisions.
· MW: UCph is looking into the representation of both sexes in research on all levels. Humanities are doing well except for full professors compared to other areas.
3. Research publication registration (BFI) :
IT presented the figures in the last registration from the faculty concerning publications. ToRS researchers are doing very well in the category of monographs, anthologies etc. while the scores are not as high in journal articles. It is seen as an indication of extensive research collaboration.
KR commented that it is not possible to see how many employees/ researchers the registration concern.
4. Research projects and teaching obligations:

The letter send by the dean concerning flexible planning of teaching and research was discussed. The letter states that all researchers should consult their head of department in order to agree upon how teaching will be handled in case of external funding for research projects. The committee members agreed that the letter does not differ from previous praxis and should not be dramatized as it follows the guidelines and expectations of the major funds.
It will be made clear in the guidelines on applying for hosting of a collaborative research project that applicants should discuss the planning of teaching during the project well in advance of deadlines.

IT pointed out that it is his obligation to make sure researchers have time to do research.

5. PhD.:
Nothing to be discussed. The PhD coordinator was not present at the meeting and no topics had been suggested by committee members.
6. Suggestions for new adjunct professors
Two nominations as adjunct professors at ToRS were received before the meeting. The candidates were discussed and both were found highly qualified and relevant for ToRS. The committee approved both nominations to be forwarded to the faculty.
The committee noted the absence of female candidates for adjunct professorships. It was also noted that suggestions can come from all disciplines and employees in order to have a broad representation among adjunct professors.
7. ToRS Research day 2015:
A short evaluation report from last year’s research day was distributed at the meeting and the format of coming research days was discussed. It was decided to keep the format with lunch – program – drinks as last years but with the announcement of the day as soon as possible in order to avoid that participants leave early due to family obligations.

The date has been settled to Thursday 19 November 2015 from 12-17. [moved to 12 November as IT is not in Denmark on 19 November].
Following a focus on Impact as discussed in ToRS Institutråd in late May it was decided to start with a general presentation followed by discussions of the concept and combined with a presentation from a researcher who has experience with impact in research applications. The rest of the program will consist of group discussions as usual with suggested themes from ToRS researchers.

The date will be announced in ToRSnyt and a full program will be announced later.
