1. Approval of agenda:
Information comes in as no. 2 as Bente Maegaard will not be present. The agenda was then approved.
2. Meddelelser:

· The newly announced Dimensioneringsproject from the ministry was discussed [no further details necessary as the discussions have continued the following weeks]. IT and CHJ presented the first draft of the statistics of external funding and the criteria and setup for the table was discussed.
· External funding: No YDUN projects to ToRS, one for the Humanities at KU [at the meeting we were not aware of this, so announced as none]. ToRS had seven applications in. FKK spring call gave one post doc and one Mobilex. Fredrik Hagen has received a research grant from Velux.
· Archive for Research data. A committee under Rectors office is discussing the strategies and options for researchers at Ucph to fulfill the obligations concerning keeping an archive of all research data. More information will follow. 
· Researchers are obliged to save all correspondence relevant for their research for the future. That is emails, letters etc. The state archive suggest that we use the filing system used by the administration for administrative files.
· DEFF offers a sum of 10 mio. DKK for projects within the areas below:
Focus area 1: Datamanagement of research data

Focus area 2: Consolidation of infrastructure in research libraries
Focus area. 3: Research-based knowledge available for private companies
Focus area 4: Spread of information and knowledge via social media and mobile platforms
3. Infrastructure Roadmap:
The existing roadmap for research infrastructure is running out. A new roadmap will be effective from spring 2015.

CHJ briefly presented the information available at the time of the meeting. The ministry will publish a call late this year for expressions of interest. The following requirements are expected: 
- a minimum of 50% co-financing

- a minimum of four universities should be involved.
The dean will discuss the proposals from Ucph employees with the other deans. 
A number of selected proposals will be invited for negotiations with the ministry before any final decisions are made.

4. New agreement on norm for publications:

IT briefly presented the new agreement on norms for publications. Previously one publication per HVIP per year has been changed into “at least one” publication. The committee did not consider the change problematic for ToRS HVIP.
5. ToRS Research day 13 november:

The Research day will take place in auditorium 22-0-11 in KUA1. Lunch will be at noon in the cantina.

A tentative program was circulated with the agenda. The following was decided:
All suggested themes will be kept on the list for participants to sign up. Themes with less than four participants will be cancelled and those who signed up for these will be moved to their second choice.

As the committee found advice on strategies for external funding important Thomas Sinkjær, director of Grundforskningsfonden will be invited to talk about the expectations of the committee and how Humanities can live up to their requirements as the first part of the program. EF suggested to invite committee member Professor Birgitte Possing if he is not available. Head of the faculty strategy unit Birgitte Grundtvig will also be invited to talk about how the faculty will meet the expectations.
The program will end with drinks and sandwiches.
The expectations of the outcome of the Research day should be clearly presented, in writing as well as in the welcome speech by IT. The expectations include: employees should have an opportunity to meet and discuss with colleagues they do not normally meet/ talk to and get further insight into the research interests of colleagues. We do not expect all themes will end up as research applications or large research projects, but the discussions are an opportunity to be socialized into research discussions. It is considered a bonus if it happens that themes are continued into network meetings in the future and even research projects.

A final program will be circulated when ready.

RE suggested that a meeting for post docs/ assistant professors on strategies on research applications for collaborative projects should be held where 1-2 professors with experience in research applications will present their experience and thoughts.
It was decided that this meeting can take place just before the research day, 13 November 10-12. Room 22-0-11 has been reserved from 10 AM to host the meeting. An invitation will be send out to relevant employees.
